· Be creative!  Be unique!  IF you come up with an example that’s appropriate and relevant to your life AND it is an example that is different from all the others that are used by all other IB Physics students, potential bonus points on your assignment are in store for you!
· Please include your full name (first and last) and your class period on the front, upper left-hand corner of your g.o.
