Welcome to the world of physics, IB style!  This course will be an opportunity for you to expand your knowledge of physics and apply your knowledge in a variety of different ways, including, for example, the following: projects, lab activities and explorations, class discussions and demonstrations.  You are encouraged to become an active participant in the class and to challenge yourself and your misconceptions/prior knowledge.


This course is a general overview of several key physics topics—some of which were partly covered in general physics, but most of them are new for all of you.  If you find yourself having trouble at anytime, for whatever reason, please make an appointment to see me for the help I am very willing to give!  Help sessions will be scheduled a few days before a unit exam.  Please feel free to make an appointment with me if you need help outside of a group review!

You will be challenged to use your critical thinking skills during lab activities as well as class discussions in order to increase your conceptual understanding as well as your mathematical understanding of the topics covered.

Topics Covered (not necessarily in this order):
· Physics and physical measurement

· Mechanics 

· Thermal physics

· Oscillations and waves
· Atomic and nuclear physics

· Energy, power and climate change

· Electric currents (time permitting)
· Astrophysics (time permitting)

My expectations of you… The following will contribute to the successes of everyone in class:

1. Show respect for everyone and everything!  This includes yourself, your classmates and your teacher, classroom equipment and others’ belongings; please listen to others and do not talk out of turn.

2. Please eat and drink elsewhere (  Neither food nor drink, with the exception of water in bottles, will be allowed in the classroom.

3. Be Prompt!  Come to class on time and prepared to participate.  Be in your seat by the time class is scheduled to begin.

4. Be on task! Use your class time wisely and appropriately. At no time should you be playing games on a calculator or computer.
5. Be Safe!  Follow all safety guidelines in labs and in class at all times.

6. Ask questions during class discussions and work time!!  If you have a question, someone else probably does, too!  Please let me know if you do not understand something.  I’m more than happy to work with you to get you at (or closer to) the level of understanding at which you want to be.
7. Be Responsible!  for your actions, your participation, and your own work. 
Note:  Students are responsible for their own behavior in the science lab.  Actions that result in the misuse, damage, or breakage of lab supplies will receive disciplinary actions.  Students may be fined for the cost of the item.

Labs…
· Unless otherwise directed, each member of a lab group is responsible for an individual typed lab report, written according to proper guidelines given in class.  

· Labs will typically be due within 2 days after the class has completed data collection.

· Final lab reports must be typed, unless specifically told otherwise.

· It is expected that all graphs will be done individually using an appropriate computer graphing program (Logger Pro, available in class…details later)

· Points will be deducted from your lab grade if you choose not to properly follow lab procedures, safety guidelines or write-up requirements.

· Projects will have specific requirements that will be described upon assignment.  Due dates will be firm.  Late passes may NOT be used for projects.

· If you miss a lab because of an excused absence, it is your responsibility to arrange for a make up lab to take place during a pre-arranged lab make-up session after school within 1 week of the absence. 

Homework policies…

· All assignments are due at a specified time and will not receive full credit if they are late!  Due time is at the beginning of the class period the day after an assignment has been given, unless otherwise stated.
Late Work Policy:

· Any work turned in up to 5 school days late will be accepted, but will receive an automatic penalty of a 20% reduction of the total possible score.

· Any work turned in more than 5 school days late will be accepted, and will receive up to 30% of the total possible score, based only upon completion.
· It is the sole responsibility of the student to get any assignments missed during an excused absence.  If an absence is Unexcused, any assignments or quizzes missed will go down as a zero in the grade book.

· Homework that was due the day you were gone must be turned in the day you return.  

· If you miss a lab, because of an excused absence, it is your responsibility to make up the lab after school within 1 week of the absence. 
· If you miss a quiz or exam, you will take the quiz the day you return!  Exception:  If you missed an in-class review assignment the day before the exam, you will have one additional day to make up the test.
· Written work must be handed in on loose-leaf paper only.  NO RAGGED EDGES WILL BE ACCEPTED; class time will NOT be used to trim papers!  Do this before the bell rings!
· All work must be legible.  If I can’t read it, I won’t grade it!
Composition Book Use:

1. Book #1:  Lab notebook (Pre-labs and raw data):  You will be writing any pre-lab exercises and planning/rough draft work in your journals.  The day you complete a lab, you MUST write your raw data in your journal the day you collect the data.  EVERY PERSON in a lab group is required to hand-write their own raw data so you each have a data table from which to work for the final lab report.  Final lab reports will be typed individually.
2. Book #2:  Assessment Statements:  You will be assigned to “answer” each of the assessment statements for each unit (found online) as if they were a test question.  You are required to title the first page of a new unit, rewrite the entire assessment statement and in a different color ink, you will be completing your answer to that statement.  This will serve as an excellent review tool and summary of what we study in the class this year.

Daily Warm-ups:
· Warm-up questions will be on the board nearly every day when you enter the room.  You will earn up to 3 points each day for completing the following on a sheet of loose-leaf paper:

· Including the appropriate date!

· Copying the complete question and writing a complete answer that has been distinctly separated from the question (i.e. question highlighted, 2 different colors of ink, etc.)
· Having a Correct answer (or at least a very good attempt! ()

Note:  Be sure to write legibly and make sure the color you choose to use can be read on the given color of paper—if I can’t read it, the entry earns a zero (0).
· Answers to the warm-up questions will not necessarily be covered that day.

· Please be working on your warm-up question by the time the class starts.

· You must make up the daily warm-up question if you are tardy or absent unless you want to lose those 3 points.  Get the question(s) you missed from a classmate.  This is YOUR responsibility, and must be taken care of BEFORE the day a warm-up sheet is due.

Extra Credit:

· Periodically in a semester you will be given the opportunity to earn some extra credit.  Do NOT ask for extra credit—if you ask, you will NOT get it (.  I will decide what to give as extra credit opportunities and when to give it.

· All extra credit will be entered at the END OF THE SEMESTER, regardless of when it is due and collected.

· You will ONLY earn this extra credit IF you have absolutely NO missing assignments!

Inappropriate Use of Technology Policy


Cell Phone and MP3 player Use


As cell phone technology advances there are more and more opportunities for the phones to become a distraction. Calculator Policy
