This course will allow students to observe and explore the physical properties and concepts of the entire world around them.  We will be exploring the “how?” and the “why?” of our world including, but not limited to, the following topics: kinematics (i.e.1 and 2-dimensional motion); dynamics (i.e. Forces and Newton’s laws of motion); energy, power, and work; wave mechanics; acoustics; optics; and rocketry.


Students will be expected to be able to explain situations conceptually with verbal and written descriptions and, when appropriate, with mathematical equations and logical reasoning.

My expectations of you… The following will contribute to the successes of everyone in the classroom:

1. Show respect for everyone and everything!  This includes yourself, your classmates, your teacher, and even substitutes, as well as classroom equipment and others’ belongings; listen to others and do not talk out of turn.

2. Be Prompt!  Come to class on time and prepared to participate.  Be in your seat by the time class is scheduled to begin.

3. Be on task! Use your class time wisely and appropriately.   At no time should you be playing games on a calculator or computer.
4. Please eat and drink elsewhere (  Neither food nor drink, with the exception of covered water bottles, will be allowed in the classroom.

5. Be Safe!  Follow all safety guidelines in labs and in class at all times.

6. Ask questions during class discussions and work time!!  If you have a question, someone else probably does, too!  If questions are not asked, I will assume that everyone understands the topic!

* After-school help sessions will be scheduled periodically, or come in and see me whenever necessary.

Categorical Expectations:

*Labs…
· Unless otherwise directed, each member of a lab group is responsible for an individual lab report, written according to proper guidelines given in class.  

· Labs will typically be due the day after the class has completed data collection.

· Labs must be typed OR legibly written on loose-leaf paper.  

· It is expected that all graphs will be done individually using an appropriate computer graphing program (Logger Pro, available in class…details later)

· Points will be deducted from your lab grade if you choose not to properly follow lab procedures, safety guidelines or write-up requirements.

· Projects will have specific requirements that will be described upon assignment.  Due dates will be firm.

· If you miss a lab because of an excused absence, it is your responsibility to arrange for a make up lab to take place during a pre-arranged lab make-up session after school within 1 week of the absence. 

**Warm-ups/News/professionalism…

· Warm-up questions will be on the board nearly every day when you enter the room.  You will earn up to 3 points each day for completing the following:

· Including the appropriate date!

· Copying the complete question 

· Writing a complete answer distinctly separated from the question.

· Having a Correct answer (or at least a very good attempt! ()

Note:  Be sure to write legibly and make sure the color you choose to use can be read on the given color of paper—if I can’t read it, the entry earns a zero (0).
· Answers to the warm-up questions will not necessarily be covered that day.

· Please be working on your warm-up question by the time the bell rings to start class.

· You must make up the daily warm-up question if you are tardy or absent unless you want to lose those 3 points.  Get the question(s) you missed from a classmate.  This is YOUR responsibility, and must be taken care of BEFORE the day a warm-up sheet is due.

· NEWS article readings will be assigned—details will be discussed later.

· Professionalism points:  You will begin each semester with 100 professionalism points.  Every time you are tardy, have an unexcused absence, or need to be disciplined in class, you will lose 1-2 points!  This WILL affect your overall semester grade.

Homework policies…

· All assignments are due at the pre-specified time and date.  

· If an assignment or lab has been typed, it is NOT appropriate to use your class time, even before the bell rings, to jump on the computer and print it off.  HAVE YOUR HOMEWORK READY TO TURN IN WHEN YOU ARRIVE!

· Written work must be handed in on loose-leaf paper only.  NO RAGGED EDGES WILL BE ACCEPTED!

· All work must be legible.  If I can’t read it, I won’t grade it!

Excused Absences:

· It is the sole responsibility of the student to get any assignments missed during an excused absence.  If an absence is Unexcused, any assignments or quizzes missed will go down as a zero in the grade book.  No exceptions.

· Homework that was due the day you were gone must be turned in the day you return.  Fill out an “Absent/Make-up Work” form and staple it to your assignment before turning in.  These can be found in the front of the room.

Late Work Policy:

· If you must turn something in later than the due date, you must fill out a “Late-work Pass” and attach it to your assignment before turning it in.

· You will receive 3 late work passes PER SEMESTER.  When they are gone, they are gone—use them wisely!  No late work will be accepted without a pass!

Extra Credit:

· Periodically in a semester you will be given the opportunity to earn some extra credit.  Do NOT ask for extra credit—if you ask, you will NOT get it (.  I will decide what to give as extra credit opportunities and when to give it.

· All extra credit will be entered at the END OF THE SEMESTER, regardless of when it is due and collected.

· You will ONLY earn this extra credit IF you have absolutely NO missing assignments!

Inappropriate Use of Technology Policy


Cell Phone and Walkman Use

Calculator Policy
