1. an abstract (summary) of 3 main themes (social and/or scientific) of the book

2. a discussion about what a nuclear breeder reactor is, how it operates, and how he managed to obtain all necessary materials and put it together

3. a discussion about how the reactor was discovered and what the consequences for our title character were

4. Your personal thoughts and opinions on some of the issues that were raised throughout the book and in response to the first 3 questions.
Your book report should be a minimum of 4 typed pages long, double spaced, Arial or Times New Roman 12 point font, typical 1 inch margins (  Please also include a title page that includes your name, period, and the date.
Extra Credit for this assignment will be entered into the assignments category.  The total number of points possible will be determined closer to the end of the semester.
If you purchased a book and donate it to my collection with your book report, it will be worth an additional ~5 points (approximately), also in assignments.
